CSISD PTO Scholarship 2019

PURPOSE   To recognize alumni of CSISD lower schools who have excelled in high school with solid academics and varied extracurricular leadership and involvement. 

CRITERIA   

I.  	Attendance for at least 2 years at the campus in which the applicant is applying.
II.  	Current Extra-Curricular Leadership and Involvement – includes school, civic and community events as well as honors.
III.	Written Essay - Applicants will be evaluated based on response to a written essay.
IV.	Official Transcript – Applicants must submit an official transcript so grades, class ranking, and test scores can be verified.
JUDGING - Applications will be judged by anonymous panel of PTO volunteers from each campus.  This panel will be made up of at least three and no more than five participants. Each school will determine the weighting of criteria in evaluating candidate applications.

SCHOLARSHIP AWARD – Each campus will determine the amount of the awarded scholarship as well as the method in which the check will be awarded and/or given to the student.

DEADLINE  - March 1, 2019
Applicants are responsible for delivering the packet of information (pages 2-6 of this application and official transcript) to the front office of the campus to which the applicant is applying. NO LATE APPLICATIONS WILL BE ACCEPTED.

SUBMISSION OF APPLICATION – Print pages 2-6 of this application and place in an envelope large enough to hold the application without folding. Include an official copy of the applicant’s transcript. (The transcript will be in an envelope with the high school seal.)  Write the name of the campus followed by the following: PTO Scholarship Application (on the second line).
